Clause 1
DEFINITION

Memorandum of Understanding or Cooperation Contract is an agreement document between both parties which is used as fundamental to make agreement for further implementation appropriate with requirements.


Clause 2
SCOPE

(1.) Both parties agree that this agreement scope cover certification of...............................................

(2.) Certification mentioned in sub clause 1 above is based on Standar Nasional Indonesia (SNI) that related to get Product Certificate of SNI marks usage by regulation and requirements arranged in FIRST PARTY’S Quality Manual and approved by SECOND PARTY.


Clause 3
WORK LOCATION

Work location can be implemented at first party area or second party area or in a place agreed by both parties.


Clause 4
COSTING

All cost arising from cooperation implementation are charged and become SECOND PARTY responsibility that will be specified further in other Implementation Agreement Letter.


Clause 5
ASSURANCE OF CONFIDENTIALITY AND OBJECTIFITY

In the implementation of work / certification service, FIRST PARTY must keep confidentiality and free from commercial pressure toward auditee that will be certified, like : 
a. Never provide or design product that will be certified by FIRST PARTY;
b. Never give advice or not to provide consultation services to applicant about how to solve problem that hold up the certification application;
c. Never provide product or another service that could affect confidentiality, objectivity or neutrality certification decision process.


Clause 6
IMPLEMENTATION

For implementation and work appropriate with this cooperation contract will be made another Implementation Agreement Letter that will cover all requirements agreed by both parties in which its content will not deviate from this cooperation contract content, and if necessary could be pointed placeman who represent to act as and for each party.






Clause 7
AMENDMENT

Every amendment and/or additional toward cooperation contract content is only could be done with written agreement by both parties and will be explained in an addendum which is attachment or integral part of this cooperation contract.

DOMICILE AND CONFLICT SOLUTION
